JORDSKALVET | TYRKIET OG SYRIEN

Et voldsomt jordskaelv med en styrke pa 7,8 ramte det sydlige Tyrkiet og nordlige Syrien natten mellem 5.
og 6. februar. Det er et af de kraftigste jordskaelv malt i det omrade i mere end 100 ar. Tusindvis af huse er
kollapset og tusinder har mistet livet. Dgdstallet stiger konstant i takt med, at flere bliver fundet under
murbrokkerne.

Jordskaelvet ramte i et omrade, hvor der bor millioner af mennesker, hvoraf mange i forvejen havde brug
for humaniteer hjaelp, iblandt dem mange syriske flygtninge. Vi estimerer, at jordskaelvet har pavirket ca. 5
millioner mennesker i Syrien og 13,5 millioner i Tyrkiet. Den kolde vinter ggr behovet for hjelp endnu mere
akut. Mennesker ramt af jordskaelvet ma sove pa gaden, hvor der i mange byer er frostgrader om natten.

Bade i Syrien og Tyrkiet er hjaelpearbejdet i fuld gang, selvom efterskaelv og barske vejrforhold g@r arbejdet
sveert. Frivillige og ansatte fra Rgde Kors i Tyrkiet og Syrien knokler i dggndrift for at redde mennesker ud af
murbrokkerne, sikre fgrstehjeelp til de overlevende, men ogsa ligposer til dem, der ikke klarede det. Vi
hjzlper med ngdhjzelp i form af mad, vand, varme taepper og telte, da ufattelig mange bgrn og voksne nu
star uden hjem.

Der er behov for meget mere hjlp i de bergrte omrader. Mange er fortsat savnede. Mange har blandt
andet akut behov for medicin. Endnu flere har mistet alt og er efterladt med store traumer. Frost og
forfrysninger er en reel og livsfarlig udfordring, sa det bliver centralt at sikre varme, iszr for bgrnene.
Mange i omradet levede i forvejen yderst sarbart, i dyb fattigdom og flere hardt ramt af konflikten i Syrien.
Nu star de pa gaden med helt tomme haender.

EARTHQUAKE IN TURKEY AND SYRIA
A massive earthquake struck southern Turkey and northern Syria on the night of February 5-6. It is one of
the largest earthquakes measured in the area for more than 100 years. Houses and buildings are collapsed,

and thousands have lost their lives. The death toll is constantly rising as more people are found under the
rubble.

The earthquake struck in an area that houses millions of people. Many of whom were already in need of
humanitarian aid, among them many Syrian refugees. We estimate that the earthquake has affected
approximately 5 million people in Syria and 13.5 million in Turkey. The cold winter makes the need for help
even more urgent. People are forced to sleep in the streets with degrees below freezing point at night.

In both Syria and Turkey, relief efforts are fighting aftershocks and harsh weather conditions to save lives.
Volunteers and staff from the Red Cross Red Crescent in both Turkey and Syria work around the clock to
rescue people from the rubble, provide first aid to survivors, but also body bags for those who didn’t make
it. We provide emergency aid such as food, water, warm blankets, and tents, as an incredible number of
children and adults are now homeless.

Much more help is needed. Many people remain missing. Even more have lost everything and are deeply
traumatized. There is an urgent need for medicine. The cold weather is a real and deadly threat, especially
for the children. Many in the area were already extremely vulnerable and lived in poverty , not least
because of the conflict in Syria. They are now standing in the street with nothing.
